This is an exciting series. Many of you commented last week about how

you never knew this kind of stuff was in the Bible. Some of you went home
after the morning service, found a friend or your spouse, and brought them
back for the evening service. It's clear this topic of healthy relationships is
something we are all interested in, and that we all have a need for God's
wisdom in our relationships.

To refresh our minds, this study is based on a book in the Old Testament
that was written as an instruction for us on how to experience God's best
in our love lives. Written in a musical format, there are three characters: the
man (King Solomon), the woman, and the group of friends who
occasionally step in to give their approval of the love. This morning, we
pick up the story where we see the guy talk for the first time (he's a little
slow on the verbal side of life, like most of us guys). But he is sure and
confident of his role as the man in the relationship.

‘Dr Patricia Love has co-authored several books on monogamy, love and
relationships, and is in town for a conference on couples, organised by the Family
Institute at the University of Hong Kong.

“Orgasm releases oxytocin in females and vasopressin in males, which are
bonding agents and have amnesiac effects,” said Dr Love, who is co-founder of
the Austin Family Institue in Texas in the United States.

“If you have sex too early in a relationship, you will have missed all the
underpinnings of bonding.

The later you have sex the more discerning you can be about your relationship—it
is only when infatuation ends that true love begins.”

It was these hormones, she said, that could blind couples to the issues that may
eventually cause a relationship to fail, such as the lack of common values and
respect for the institution of marriage.’
