We're glad you are here today, and my prayer is that you are arriving at 
church with an expectant heart and a worshipful attitude. Each week I'm reminded at how the 
effectiveness of a church service in the lives of the church is so greatly affected by how we 
prepare ourselves BEFORE we arrive.

Paul is writing on behalf of a runaway slave, and essentially begging for 
grace to be shown to him when he returns to his owner. Though slavery is not a real practical 
topic for us today, this book remains relevant to our lives. Paul teaches on themes of 
forgiveness, grace, conflict, and redemption G all themes that run deep in our lives and are very 
practical day to day. 

We usually have a lot of guests in the summer time. If you are visiting with us today, we want to 
express a special welcome to you. We're glad you've found us, and hope that your time in 
worship today will be meaningful and encouraging.
